A Purpose: To determine alcohol consumption levels,
other factors in Katutura

A  WHO Alcohol Use Disorders ldentification Test
I Reliable, sensitive
I Used worldwide, including in southern Africa

A Multi-Stage Stratifled Sampling Strategy
I 25,000 households in uniquely enumerated

Fleld Test: Counseling Intervention

A Purpose
I Test screening, survey, & counseling intervention tools
I Determine eligibility from screening
I Revise materials by group consensus

A 4 sex-segregated discussion groups in VCT «clinic,
community settings



Fleld Test Conclusion
A Overall approval, enthusiasm

A Numerous wording changes, consensus -achieved
I Entire sections of survey deleted (e.g. depression scale)

A Men more responsive
I Men more open to discussing alcohol use & sexual activity

I Overall 41% men eligible, 26% women eligible

>>Decided to conduct intervention trial with men only<<
